 President Donchez,

The City and the Bethlehem Authority have been meeting with the East Allentown Township Municipal Authority (EATMA) and East Allen Township (EAT) for over a year now, discussing the possibility of the City providing water service to all of East Allen Township. This would include the transfer of all assets currently owned by the EATMA to the Bethlehem Authority for operation by the City. These discussions have led to the Term Sheet attached to this memo, which was recently approved by the BA, EATMA and EAT at their respective public meetings. 

We recognize that the term sheet alone will not answer all of the questions surrounding this transaction.  We hereby request that this issue be forwarded to a City Council Committee of your choice for open discussion at the earliest opportunity.  We are hopeful that the term sheet be referred back to City Council for a resolution of support in order to finalize a water service agreement. 

Thank you for considering this matter which is strategically important for the growth and prosperity of the City’s Water System, as well as taking a positive step toward regionalization of public water service in the area.
