 HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 363 – It is proposed to remove and replace sign panels at 201 Broadway.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Amerada Hess Corp/ Philadelphia Sign Co., Virginia Berger

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove and replace the existing sign panels at 201 Broadway was presented by Virginia Berger.
2. The existing red sign panels on the convenience store fascia will be replaced with new panels to match the existing on the Hess gasoline pump canopy.  They will be 31-5/16” high and a total of 476-13/16” in length.  
3. The panels will have a white opaque background and green “Hess” letters 20” x 96 7/8”and stripe.  
4. The existing lighting scheme will remain the same.  The new panels will be lit in the same fashion as currently.  They will not be internally illuminated.

5. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
