HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 364 - It is proposed to revise the previously approved façade design for renovations at 128-130 W. 4th St. OWNER/APPLICANT:  Campbell Real Estate Investments/ Bruce Campbell

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to revise the previously approved façade design for renovations at 128-130 W. 4th St. was presented by Bruce Campbell. 
2. The new façade will be modified by repositioning the entry doors from the center to the west end of the façade as shown in the rendering submitted to the HCC.
3. The entry will be double doors with a transom above as previously proposed.
4. The repositioning of the entry is necessary in order to construct an ADA compliant ramp.  The proposed ramp will be extended as needed to access the new first floor level.  
5. The sign band will be divided into 3 separate panels as discussed at the meeting.  The building address should be located in the middle panel.

6. All other aspects of the previous façade approval are to be implemented as previously approved.
