HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 365 – It is proposed to renovate the front façade at 425-427 E. Fourth St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Resources for Human Development / Michael Jonn

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the front façade at 425-427 E. Fourth St. was presented by Michael Jonn.
2. The work will include the construction of a handicapped ramp, replacement of siding, and installation of new windows and doors.  
3. The new windows to be installed on the first floor front façade will be approximately square in shape and fill the area above a horizontal trim board and the transoms.  
4. The leaded glass transom will be retained.

5. The vinyl siding below the windows will be replaced with new panels as depicted in the drawings submitted to the HCC.  
6. A new 6 panel fiberglass entrance door with raised panels will be installed to access to the second floor residence.  
7. The main entrance doors will be aluminum clad wood with full lights and will consist of wide and narrow doors to meet code.  
8. The new ramp will be concrete and have a steel handrail of traditional design.  The width of the ramp must be as narrow as possible.  Any significant changes to the ramp design must be reviewed by the HCC.
9. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
