HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 371 – It is proposed to install a sign at 310 E. Third St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Polk Street Development Assoc / American Top Team – L.V. LLC

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 310 E. Third St. was presented by Jeffrey A. Atkins.
2. The new sign will be fabricated as shown in the submitted drawing and as described below.
3. The proposed sign will read “American Top Team Lehigh Valley Combat Sports and Fitness” in black 6.6” letters with a logo on both sides of lettering.  The overall sign size is 206” wide x 25.7” high.  The logos are round aluminum medallions with raised trim and letters with an American flag graphic in the center and a black aluminum figure applied over the flag.  The medallions have a 2” deep return. 
4. Existing holes must be patched and painted as needed.

5. Three gooseneck lights may be used to illuminate the sign.  Specifications for the lights must be submitted to the Historic Officer for conformance to HCC intent.  There will be no exposed conduit on the facade.

6. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
