HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 374 – It is proposed to install a sign and paint the facade at 123 W. Fourth St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Luis Rivera / Sarah Silvestera

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign and paint the facade at 123 W. Fourth St. was presented by John Silvestera.
2. The proposed sign, façade modifications, and painting of the storefront were approved in concept, but the final design must be coordinated with the Historic Officer and at least one other HCC member.

3. The proposed flat wall sign will read “HORNS” and “Fresh”, “Local”, and “Sustainable” in gold letters.  The larger letters will have a drop shadow in red as shown in the rendering.  The exact size of the lettering will be determined in coordination with the Historic Officer and the final façade design.

4.  The façade modifications will include new trim, flat panels, and possible brackets.  A scaled drawing of the panel and bracket design must be submitted to the Historic Officer. 

5. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
