HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 377 – It is proposed to remove siding to expose original brick, replace windows, remove porch roof and create an addition at 116 Graham Place  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  William & MaryLou Seixas / Artefact, Inc.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove siding to expose original brick, replace windows, remove porch roof and create an addition at 116 Graham Place was presented by Christine Ussler.
2. The existing house is to be converted to a mixed use with a bakery on the first floor and owner apartment on the second and third floors.  

3. The addition will be 21’ x 8’ as proposed and will be placed on the side of the building as shown in the drawings dated 5/16/11.

4. The porch roof structure will remain in place; the roofing material and deck may not be removed at this time.  Additional information must be submitted on the proposal to remove the roofing.  The HCC requested information on the type, size, and spacing for the new rafters that would be installed.  Wider rafters (3” x 5”) were recommended.

5. The new front door will be a full-light aluminum clad wood door,  and the existing windows may be replaced with new aluminum clad wood windows to fit the existing openings as closely as possible.  

6. The siding on the addition to the side rear will be fiber cement clapboard and the new windows will be aluminum clad wood.   

7. The existing aluminum siding on the façade will be removed as proposed.  A minimum of 4” of siding will be removed on the western side of the building to give the appearance of the brick turning the corner.

8. The roofing shingles will be a charcoal gray 3-tab or architectural shingle.  

9. The fascia and soffit will be Azek or similar material to look like painted wood.  

10. Aluminum gutter will be half round with round downspout.

11. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
