 HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 376 – It is proposed to install lighted roof signs at 301 Broadway.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Sycamore Hill Farm Development/ Larry Eighmy

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Heitmann DENIED the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install lighted roof signs at 301 Broadway was presented by Larry Eighmy.
2. The proposed sign is to have 5’ high, illuminated letters 57’ long on the roof of the A.W. Leh designed “Flat-iron” building.
3. There were large roof-mounted signs on the building for a period of time right after its construction in the early 20th c.  The historic letters were located back from the building edge. 

4. The proposed work was unanimously denied.

5. The Commission agreed that, although there were roof-mounted signs on the building at one time, the proposed new signs were not appropriate in this instance because they would attract attention to the roof where the solar concentrator, just approved by the HCC, is be located.
