HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 379 – It is proposed to install signs, repair the rear porch and replace windows at 700 Evans St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Hunterdon Academy of the Arts/ Antonius Bittmann

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signs, repair the rear porch and replace windows at 700 Evans St.  was presented by Antonius Bittmann.
2. The two signs will each be 114” wide x 29.5” high and read “Youniversity of Music and Arts”.  The “You” will be in red lettering and the remainder of the sign will be in black lettering.  The lettering is to be done in ¼” thick, black, powder-coated, aluminum pin mounted to a white panel.  The red logo parts will be transparent red powder-coat.  There will be no lighting of the signs.

3. Nine of the existing windows will be replaced with Trimline aluminum clad wood replacement windows in white to match the remaining existing windows.  

4. The existing T-111 siding and small vinyl awnings windows will be removed from three existing masonry storefront windows. The size of the existing masonry openings will be reduced to approximately 4’ wide x 4’6” high, and new, clear anodized or white powder coated framed insulated glass storefront windows will be installed in the new masonry openings.  

5. The existing rear porch ceiling will be removed and vinyl beadboard panels installed.  

6. The existing porch floor, stair risers and treads will be replaced with composite decking and pressure treated framing. 

7.  Aluminum railing will be installed on the upper landing, both sides of new stairs, as a guardrail along sidewalk, and as a stair rail for lower section concrete stairs.  

8. The existing openings that are currently boarded up with plywood will be infilled with brick. If possible, the brick will be set back approximately 1”-2” from the plane of the façade.

9. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
