CASE # 382 – It is proposed to restore the façade of existing 3 car garage at 116 Graham Place  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  William & MaryLou Seixas

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to restore the façade of existing 3 car garage at 116 Graham Place was presented by the Historic Officer at the request of the applicant.
2. The existing plywood above the garage doors will be removed and replaced with smooth MDO board.  The joints will be beveled, butted together, caulked and painted.  The Historic Officer should be consulted for information about MDO.

3. The existing bed molding may be replaced with larger crown molding.  

4. The existing brick may be repainted.  

5. The existing two wood garage doors on either side will be repaired rather than replaced.  Parts of the lower panels may be replaced with new wood pieces milled to match the existing.  The Historic Officer should be consulted for direction on garage door repair.

6. The center, dented metal garage door will be replaced with a new molded Masonite garage door to match the existing wood garage doors.  

7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
