CASE # 391 – It is proposed to install two signs at 128-130 W. 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Campbell Real Estate Investments/ Bruce Campbell
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install two signs at 128-130 W. 4th St. was presented by Bruce Campbell. 

2. The new wall sign will be 12’-6” x 2’-6” in size and read “Campbell Real Estate Investments” in dark green flat, plastic letters studded off the sign band by ½”. There will be a 3/8” thick acrylic yellow house logo behind the sign lettering, as shown in the rendering submitted to the Historic Commission.

3. The building address sign will be located at the center of the sign band in 6” letters in the same green plastic lettering as the main sign.
4. The building address will also be located in the front door transom in 3-4” white vinyl lettering.
5.  It was recommended that the applicant paint the panel molding on the sign band burgundy.  An additional suggestion is to paint the panels a darker shade of cream to provide additional interest to the sign band.  These suggestions are not requirements.
6. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
