CASE # 392 – It is proposed to install a handrail at the Broadway entrance at 444 Wyandotte St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Lawrence Eighmy
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a handrail at the Broadway entrance at 444 Wyandotte St. was presented by Lawrence Eighmy.
2. The proposed handrail will be the same type that is installed at 409-411 Wyandotte St. which is a simple wrought-iron railing with vertical posts, traditionally shaped top rail with curved support brackets at each posts. 
3. One rail will be installed down the steps from the side of door.  

4. The railing will be 34”-38” in height.

5. The railing will not have extensions because they would extend into the right-of-way.  The railing should be terminated with a “lamb’s tongue”.
6. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
