Disaster relief funding for damage caused by Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee became available because of a disaster declaration by Governor Corbett. These storms moved up the east coast in late August and early September. The damage the storms left behind was wide spread across eastern Pennsylvania, making the counties of Northampton and Lehigh two of several counties eligible in Pennsylvania. The funding available is to cover expenses for emergency operations conducted during the storm and also repair costs for damage to public property. The City of Bethlehem did sustained damage and a request was made on October 14th to participate in the funding process. In order for the City to participate, PEMA (Pennsylvania Emergency Management) requests that an agent for the City be appointed to deal with the application process and paperwork involved. I am requesting a resolution appointing me as the agent for the City. PEMA’s resolution forms have been included with this request. If you have any questions please feel free to contact me.
