CASE # 395 – It is proposed to install two signs at 29 W. 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Greg Heitman / Barbara Pate
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Hietmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install two signs at 29 W. 4th St. was presented by Emily Bitsack, representative for Barbara Pate. 

2. Both signs will read “California Tan” with a logo and background with palm trees. 
3. It is recommended that the existing sign boxes be removed, the walls patched where needed, and the new sign panels be mounted directly to the storefront cornices. 

4. The signs are to be the same size as the existing box signs or slightly reduced to better fit the storefront cornice when the sign boxes are removed.
5. The signs will not be illuminated.

6. All other signs in the storefront windows must be removed when the new signs are installed.
7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
