HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 401 – It is proposed to secure a COA for vinyl window and door signs at 339 Broadway.  

OWNER/APPLICANT: Julio Guridy/ Eusebio Canario

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader and seconded by Mr. Roeder adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a COA for vinyl window and door signs already installed at 339 Broadway was presented by Eusebio & Deydri Canario.
2. The existing door sign, as installed, measures 21” long x 30” wide and reads “1040 Atax Accounting & Financial Services”.  This sign must be changed so that the colors are reversed; what is currently white will become clear glass and what is currently black will become white.  
3. The existing window sign, as installed, reads “Personal Taxes, Corporate Taxes, Sales Taxes, Self Employed Taxes, Payroll, Incorporation, Business Certificate” in English and Spanish.  This sign must be changed to cover no more than 40% of window.  The letters must be no more than 2” in size.  The new letters will be white vinyl as currently installed.

4. The internally illuminated box projecting sign must be removed.

5. The awning illumination must be removed.  Two down lights may be added at the doors.  The fixtures must be reviewed by the Historic Officer before purchase and installation. 

6. All the items discussed in this motion are to be done immediately and with proper permits.

7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
