After considering the current environment, I have decided to remove my name from the candidate's list for consideration at the Special City Council Meeting on February 16, 2012 to fill the vacancy of Controller for the City of Bethlehem. 

 

Based on my review of all the letters of interest and resumes, I feel that I am one of the more qualified and experienced candidates of the 6, and would like to serve in the role for the remaining 2 years of the current term.   It is my strong sense that I do not have the support of a majority of Council to be elected to fill the vacancy for Controller.  I would like to reiterate that I did run for that position in 2007 and was narrowly defeated by the former Controller. 

 

I believe that I have stated my experience, qualifications, and independence through my letter of interest and resume.  I hope that the decision made on February 16 will be in the best interests of the City and its residents.
