HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 429 – It is proposed to install a projecting sign, vinyl window lettering, and a new awning at 102 E. 4th St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Campus Hill Apts./ Sien Cheng Lim

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a projecting sign, vinyl window lettering, and a new awning at 102 E. 4th St. was presented by Sien Cheng Lim.
2. The new projecting sign will be a double sided, 30” x 32” sign reading “Jenny’s Kuali Malaysian Cuisine” with gold letters on a dark red background with gold outline and scrolls as shown in the rendering submitted to the HCC.  

3. The new vinyl window lettering will read “Jenny’s Kuali Malaysian Cuisine, noodles, dumplings, vegetarian” along with the telephone number in gold and red lettering.  The size of the sign will be as shown in the rendering submitted or as regulated by zoning. 

4. New awning fabric will be installed on the existing structure over the side entrance.  The new awning will be fabricated of burgundy Sunbrella fabric with the “Jenny’s Kuali” logo in gold, red, and black to match the projecting sign colors. The awning may also be fabricated of yellow fabric with black logo and lettering as proposed, but the burgundy fabric will be more compatible with the building’s colors. The awing size will be 7’ wide x 30” deep x 28” high with a 10” skirt and no wings.  

5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
