HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 433 – It is proposed to install two signs at 7 E 3rd St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Rajendra Pawar/ Karen Turner

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install two signs at 7 E 3rd St. was presented by Karen Turner.
2. The wall sign will read “Steel City Gold & Coin” and be 29” high x 8’ wide.  The colors of the sign will include blue and yellow lettering on a red background.  There will be decorative scroll work on the side of the sign.  

3. The projecting, double-sided sign will be 4’ high x 3’ wide and will read the same as above with the addition of the telephone number.  The colors of the sign will include blue and yellow lettering on a red background with a gold coin graphic.  

4. All lettering will have drop shadows as shown in the renderings.  

5. The projecting sign will hang from a black metal bracket that matches the existing bracket on the opposite side of the entry door.  

6. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
