1. The main front roof and the rear shingle roof will be replaced with GAF Slateline 50 Year Antique Slate color.

2. The rear dormer will be re-sided with cedar horizontal bevel siding painted by the owner.

3. Exposed flashing will be copper.

4. Metal roof will be painted “Tinner’s Red” to match existing.

5. Existing gutter and downspouts and cement plastered side walls on front dormer will remain.
