HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 463 – It is proposed to replace windows on 2nd & 3rd floors and street front door at 20 W. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Alan Finnegan / Tim Finnegan

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace windows on 2nd & 3rd floors and street front door at 20 W. 4th St. was presented by Tim Finnegan.
2. All the front casement windows in the 2nd & 3rd floor apartments will be replaced with aluminum windows fabricated by Crystal Window and Door Systems, Ltd. to match the existing as closely as possible.  The windows and transom will have applied muntins to match the existing.  The front bay windows may be fixed and non-operable, but the flanking side windows are to operate as existing.  Care must be taken to avoid damage to the copper clad bay window surrounds.
3. The existing street front door on the 1st floor commercial space will be removed and the original oak front door reinstalled with new clear glass. It is recommended to seek a variance for the now-required latch-side clearance.
4. The original storefront will be reconstructed with wood frames and wood panels below the display window.  Architectural “shop drawings” of the framing system and panel details will be submitted to and reviewed by the Historic Officer.

5. The EZ-MONEY sign will be removed to expose the original leaded glass in the transom underneath.  The leaded glass will be repaired in kind and protective glazing may be installed on the exterior of the leaded glass if properly vented.

6. The original tile floor in the recessed entry will be revealed and repaired as needed.  If the tile is damaged beyond repair the applicant must return to the HCC to review options for the entry floor.
7. A new sign for the commercial space will be presented at a future HCC meeting for review. 

8. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
