CASE # 464 – It is proposed to raze and remove the rear frame structure at 216 W. Third St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Mahrlon Kleintop / Angelo Caiazzo

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Silvoy seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:
