HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 467 – It is proposed to build a new shed dormer on the third floor, replace the front porch door, light and railing, replace the garage window, and add new gutters to the garage at 118 Graham Place    OWNER/APPLICANT: Michelle Drollette

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to build a new shed dormer on the third floor, replace the front porch door, light and railing, replace the garage window, and add new gutters to the garage at 118 Graham Place was presented by Michelle Drollette.

2. The new shed style dormer will be constructed on the back of the house on the third floor.  It will not be visible from Graham Street.  It will replace a smaller dormer window.  It will contain 2 or 3 aluminum-clad wood casement windows. 

3. The dormer will have Slateline shingles and white-painted HardiePlank lap siding with white Azek trim. The soffit and fascia will use Azek PVC.  

4. The dormer design and details will be as shown in the drawings submitted to the HCC.
5. The existing window in the gable of the garage will be repaired and new half-round gutters installed on both sides of the garage.  

6. The existing white lattice railing on the front porch will be replaced with straight white wood or Azek balusters with a minimum width of 1½” located between the existing top and bottom rails.  

7. A new pendant light fixture, as specified in submission, will be installed at the center of the porch.  

8. The deteriorated beadboard porch ceiling will be replaced with white PVC beadboard ceiling. The existing front porch posts will be refurbished and repainted.  

9. The existing concrete porch and steps will be repainted in their current grey color.  

10. The existing front door will be replaced with a wood door with a clear half light and painted gloss black. The existing aluminum storm door and plastic transom will be removed, and the  transom window and front door casing will be repainted.  

11. The existing front dormer window will be repaired in-kind and repainted.

12. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
