CASE # 471 – It is proposed to replace a door and frame and restore a brick column and two storefront windows at 414 East 4th Street.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Robert H. Ruhe















The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace a door and frame and restore a brick column and two storefront windows at 414 East 4th  Street was presented by Robert H. Ruhe.

2. The new door will be a full-light glass and aluminum door with aluminum frame.  The new door, frame, and transom will match the new door, frame, and transom on the adjacent storefront to the east.
3. The aluminum will have a clear anodized finish, and all glass will be clear with no tint.
4. The missing brick corner column will be restored.  It will be brick similar in color to the existing brickote or brickote to match the existing.
5. Missing plate glass will be replaced in-kind in two places.  
6. A new knee wall will be framed under the front glass, insulated, and covered with a brick veneer.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
