AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM,

COUNTIES OF LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON,

COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING

ARTICLE 146 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES

ENTITLED ENVIRONMENTAL ADVISORY COUNCIL.

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.  That Section 146.02, Composition, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem which reads as follows:

146.02 COMPOSITION

The Environmental Advisory Council shall be composed of [ seven (7) ] residents of this City.

Shall be amended to read as follows:

146.02 COMPOSITION

The Environmental Advisory Council shall be composed of six (6) residents of this City,  and one (1) Member of City Council.

SECTION 2.  That Section 146.03, Appointment of Members, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem which reads as follows:

146.03 APPOINTMENT OF MEMBERS

Environmental Advisory Council members shall be appointed in accordance with the following procedures:

1) All council members shall be appointed by Bethlehem City Council.

2) Council members' terms of office shall expire on the first Monday in January following the last year of their term in office.

3) Duly appointed council members shall serve a term of three years, except that initial appointments shall be so staggered that the terms of approximately one-third of the membership shall expire each year.

4) A member of the Bethlehem Planning Commission is to be a liaison to the 
Environmental Advisory Council.  The Planning Commission member as liaison is to be in a non-voting capacity with the Environmental Advisory Council, and the liaison to the Environmental Advisory Council is to be selected by the Chairperson of the Bethlehem Planning Commission.

shall be amended to read as follows:

146.03 APPOINTMENT OF MEMBERS

Environmental Advisory Council members shall be appointed in accordance with the following procedures:

1) All council members shall be appointed by Bethlehem City Council.

2) Council members' terms of office shall expire on the first Monday in January following the last year of their term in office.

3) Duly appointed council members shall serve a term of three years, except that initial appointments shall be so staggered that the terms of approximately one-third of the membership shall expire each year.
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SECTION 3.  That Section 146.06, Chairperson, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem which reads as follows:

146.06 CHAIRPERSON

The [ Environmental Advisory ] Council shall designate the chairperson of the council.

shall be amended to read as follows:

146.06 CHAIRPERSON

The City Council shall designate the chairperson of the council.


SECTION 4.  All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
