OWNER/APPLICANT: East Allen Rental / Joseph Pearl & William Eaton














The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a new door and windows at 127-129 E 3rd Street was presented by Joseph Pearl.

2. The garage door may be replaced with 2 double hung windows and a new apartment door.   
3. The windows and doors will have 1 x 3 casing.  The casing will be wood, wood composite, or wood clad with aluminum.
4. The new windows may be vinyl windows because of their location on the rear of the property and because wood windows no longer existing on the building. 
5. The siding will be infilled to match the new Hardipank siding.
