HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 483 – It is proposed to renovate the building to include rear dormer construction, replacement of the roof and windows at 202-204 E 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Webster Street Holdings, LLC / James Byszewski
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
1. The proposal to renovate the building to include rear dormer construction, replacement of the roof and windows at 202-204 E 4th St. was presented by James Byszewski and Louis Intile.
2. The existing slate roof will be replaced with GAF Slateline in the Antique Slate color.  Flashings will be black or dark gray, and the valleys will be “open”, not woven.  The shed dormer roofs may be a membrane or bituminous roofing due to the lack of visibility.
3. The windows in the new shed dormers will be double-hung.  The material of the windows on the project, new and replacement, will be resubmitted for review at a later HCC meeting.
4. A frieze board and wide casing similar to the front bay windows will be added to the new dormer and dormer windows.
5. New gutter will be 5” half round white aluminum. The soffit will be beaded, vinyl, triple 2”, and fascia will be composite, no-rot, Trex 1” x 8” with color to match the painted trim.
6. Other details of the submission will be as proposed.  The dormer siding will be CertainTeed fiber-cement half round shakes with 7” exposure and CertainTeed fiber-cement Perfection shingles with 7” exposure.  
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
