The Board upon motion by Marsha Fritz and seconded by Nancy Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:
1. Install two sections of wooden lattice/fence along the rear lot line.
2.   One section to be approximately 20’ long; the other approximately 10’ long.
3.   The fence will run between garages forming an “L” in plan view.

4.    Fence will be 6’ high and painted to match the infill panels on the new back 

       porch.

5.   The motion was unanimously approved.
