The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the building for ADA compliance at 29 E. Third Street was presented by Jacqueline Menges.
2. The large granite landing at the entrance to the bank must be retained or replaced in kind if damaged during the modification of the entrance for accessibility.  

3. The Historic Commission recommended discussing with Bethlehem’s Engineering Department the possibility of not meeting the exact slope requirements for the landing so that the granite slab could be retained in place and not raised.

4. A more historic railing, as shown at the meeting, is strongly recommended instead of the more modern railing proposed.  

5. If possible, it is recommended to alter the slope of the sidewalk to minimize the ramp and step dimension in such a way as to eliminate the handrail. 

6. The proposed motion was approved by a 4-1 motion.  Mr. Lader was opposed because he thought the design could be improved.
