AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM, COUNTIES 

OF LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON, COMMONWEALTH OF 

PENNSYLVANIA, AUTHORIZING AN INTERMUNICIPAL AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM, THE BETHLEHEM AUTHORITY

AND UPPER SAUCON TOWNSHIP RELATED TO WATER SERVICE TO BE 

PROVIDED WITHIN THE CITY’S FRANCHISE SERVICE TERRITORY 

ENCOMPASSING A PORTION OF UPPER SAUCON TOWNSHIP.

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
There is hereby adopted and ratified an Agreement for intergovernmental cooperation between the City of Bethlehem, the Bethlehem Authority and Upper Saucon Township.  A copy of the Agreement is attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.  The Mayor and Controller are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City of Bethlehem


Section 2.
This Agreement is entered into pursuant to the provisions of 53 Pa.C.S.A. §2303-2307.


Section 3.
The purposes and objectives of the Agreement are as follows:

A. To establish terms and conditions under which water service will be provided within the City’s franchise service territory encompassing a portion of Upper Saucon Township, and other related matters to be addressed by and between the City of Bethlehem, the Bethlehem Authority and Upper Saucon Township as detailed in the Agreement.

Section 4.
The Agreement shall be subject to all the conditions and terms specified and set forth in the Agreement which is attached hereto, and incorporated by reference herein.


Section 5.
The duration of the Agreement shall be twenty (20) years (“Initial Term”), and shall automatically renew for another twenty (20) year period (“Extended Term”) unless a Party provides written notice to terminate the Agreement at least 60 days prior to the end of the Initial Term.  Notwithstanding the preceding summary of the term established under the Agreement, the express terms and conditions of the Agreement shall control over this summary.

Section 6.
The invalidity of any section or provision of this ordinance herein adopted shall not invalidate other sections or provisions thereof.  


Section 7.
All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
