Please accept this memo as a formal request of City Council to adopt a resolution in support of an application to the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development for a PA Small Water and Sewer Project Grant. This program is managed by the Commonwealth Financing Authority.

The grant will be used to fund projects to replace sections of sanitary sewer main on Founders Way on the southside of the City and on Biafore Avenue in Hanover Township. These sanitary sewer mains are in need of upgrade and/or replacement to address recurring sanitary sewer overflows and damaged lines.
There is a 15% funding match requirement which is included in the 2018 sewer capital budget.  Total project cost is estimated to be $240,000.
I respectfully ask that the attached draft resolution be placed on the February 6, 2018 Council meeting agenda in order to meet the filing deadline of February 28, 2018.
