Resolution of the City of Bethlehem supporting Senate Bill 1098; amendment

to the Vehicle Code to allow for the placement of cameras on school buses to

capture traffic violations

WHEREAS, the safety of students transported on public school buses is of vital concern to the entire City of Bethlehem community; and


WHEREAS, danger to students of vehicles failing to respect the law requiring them to not pass school buses while loading and unloading passengers is a serious and immediate concern; and


WHEREAS, Senator Patrick Browne has proposed Senate Bill 1098 allowing for the placement of cameras on school buses to capture traffic violations; and


WHEREAS, this proposal would allow school districts to contract a vendor for camera installation on school buses and monitor vehicles.  The cameras would be installed on the stop arm and start recording once the signal arm and red-light flashes.  If a violation(s) has been captured, law enforcement will then review, and citations can be issued.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Bethlehem that the City of Bethlehem supports Senate Bill 1098 and a copy of this resolution shall be sent to our local representatives recommending their support and further approval through legislation.
