Please accept this memo as a formal request of City Council to adopt a resolution in support of an application to the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development for a H2O PA Grant. This program is managed by the Commonwealth Financing Authority.

The grant will be used to help fund a project to replace approximately 4,300 ft. of sanitary sewer main along Broadway, Brodhead Avenue, and West Third Street in the City.  The project was identified in the City’s Act 537 Plan as being needed to address flow capacity deficiencies that can occur under both dry and wet weather conditions.   Replacement of this sewer main will improve sanitary sewer service to existing residential and commercial properties in the City, Fountain Hill, and portions of Lower Saucon and Salisbury Townships.
There is a 50% funding match requirement which will be budgeted in the sewer capital fund pending official notification of grant award.  Total project cost is estimated to be $3,500,000.  The grant request will be for 50% or $1,750,000.
I respectfully ask that the attached draft resolution be placed on an upcoming Council meeting agenda in order to meet the filing deadline of December 13, 2019.
