Rental Subsidy Progress - CARES Act Funding

In November 2020, the City of Bethlehem granted $300,000 CARES Act CDBG-CV funds to New Bethany Ministries of which $259,359 was projected to pay for rental assistance and $40,641 was to pay for program operations to help financially struggling families with rental subsidies and counseling services.  As of September 21, 2021 just over 94% of the grant funds have been spent. It should be noted, applications received per day, as of September 21, have not slowed down, NBM process and intake staff have become more efficient.
